Monastery in Minnesota, USA arrived in Peking

(same as Tanshui OSB, Taiwan)

1932: 3-years Girls High School -

located in ‘Kun Wang Fu’ Mansion in the Bei-Le Fu Palace area???
Sr. Francetta Vetter appointed principal.

The Sisters taught:
English, French, History, Home Economics, Mathematics, Religion

School for 3 years only, starting with 22 students in 1932

1933: After the OSB monks left China, the nuns collaborated
with the SVD priests in charge of the University

1934: The Benedictine Sisters too - like the OSB monks 2 years

earlier - were encountering serious financial difficulties

May 1935 the SVD and SSpS General Administrations started
consulting with our Sisters in the Shandong missions about the
possibility to further develop the high school begun by the OSB nuns
with the aim of establishing a women’s college at Fu Jen University.

- Together with the newly formed community, Sr. Otgerina
courageously faced the major challenges of
the newly formed SSpS community in Peking:

- lack of space, buildings

- lack of trained personnel

- lack of financial resources

- political tension and unrest
